CASE STUDY 1:

Jacqui is planning a slumber party to celebrate her birthday. Her parents have set a limit of eight girls, so Jacqui can’t invite everyone she’d like. Two girls who are left out overhear the plans. Angry, they plan their revenge.
The girls make a “We Hate Jacqui Jones” hashtag. They say that anyone invited to the party should not go. They tag everyone in school. The girls invite everyone to add new reasons why they hate Jacqui and to spread ugly rumors about her.
When Jacqui hears about the hashtag, she gets a sick feeling in her stomach. Unable to ignore it, she checks the feed often. Each day she finds a new nasty comment or joke about her. She feels hurt and powerless to defend herself. Jacqui is too embarrassed to go to school and tells her parents she is sick.

3) Who is impacted by this type of trolling – beyond just Jacqui?

4) The girls who made the hashtag are also your friends.  What would you say to them—and how would you approach this?
